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Scholarship application requirements

· Applications must be submitted on a Riverwalk Theatre Performing Arts Scholarship Application form. Applications may be submitted before the applicant is accepted to the post-secondary school of choice but the applicant must be enrolled in order to receive the scholarship.

· Acceptance in a post-secondary program in the performing arts (theatre, theatrical design, performing arts management, music or dance) in a Michigan college or university.  

· A history of participation in performing arts programs either onstage or backstage.  Special consideration will be given for participation in Riverwalk Theatre productions.

· Two letters of recommendation from teachers, staff or other persons involved in performing arts.
· A transcript of high school grades for high school students or a college transcript for current college students.
· All applications must be received in the Riverwalk business office no later than 5:30 pm, April 8, 2016. 
· Applicants seeking a theatre, music or dance scholarship are to submit a YouTube video of up to 3 minutes demonstrating the applicant’s talent. (Applicant to provide YouTube link with application.)
· Applicants seeking a theatrical design or performing arts management scholarship are to submit a YouTube video of the applicant explaining why the applicant should receive a scholarship. The video should be no longer than three minutes. (Applicant to provide YouTube link with application.)
Selecting two scholarships winners from all applicants

· A committee of five people will be selected from the Board of Directors and others from the Riverwalk Theatre community to evaluate the applications and choose two to be awarded scholarships.

· No relative of an applicant may serve on the committee.

· Applications will be evaluated according to requirements listed above using a point system. The two applicants with the highest score will be awarded a scholarship.

Method for providing scholarships 

· The scholarship funds shall be deposited with the schools of choice of the selected applicants.

· The scholarship may be used for tuition, books/class materials, or any other school related costs.
